1. Remove the fixture, glass/metal prism, parts and parts bag(s) from the carton.

2. Determine the overall desired length of the fixture. Thread the leads

and ground wire through each stem section and the loop at the top
as they are assembled.

3. Measure 6" of lead wire beyond the top of the screw collar loop. Cut off the excess wire. Strip the insulation off the ends of the leads
exposing approximately 1#2" of wire. Twist the strands of wire together.

2. Attach the mounting bar to the outlet box.

3. Remove the threaded ring from the screw collar loop. Fully thread the screw collar loop onto the nipple. Thread the hex nut onto the
nipple and the nipple into the mounting bar. Place the canopy over the screw collar and against the ceiling. Adjust the nipple so that
14" of threads on the screw collar loop extend beyond the canopy. Tighten the hex nut against the mounting bar. Using the threaded
ring, install the canopy.

4. Assemble the stem to the fixture leads.Tape the end of the leads to a stiff wire (coat hanger) to aid in pulling them through the stem.
Place the canopy onto the stem before assembling the top stem section.

5. Open the end links of the chain and attach the chain to the screwcollar loop.Hang the fixture on the chain at the desired height.
Remove the excess chain close all links. Unscrew the threaded ring from the screwcollar loop. Allow the ring and canopy to
slide down the chain to the top of the fixture.
