1. For AC Wire Connection:
              Fasten the white fixture lead to the white wire in the outlet box.

   Fasten the wires together with an approved fastener (wire nut).
              Starting about 1" below the fastener, tightly wrap the connection
              with electrical tape so that the connections seals the end of the
              fastener. (See Figure-01 & Figure-02)

3. Put the LED Driver inside the junction box. (See Figure-03)

5. For DC Wire Connection:
               Fasten the red fixture wire to the red wire of LED Driver.
               Fasten the wires together with an approved fastener (wire nut).
               Starting about 1" below the fastener, tightly wrap the connection with
               electrical tape so that the connections seals the end of the fastener.
               (See Figure-03)

7.  Complete the assembly by aligning the fixture unto the mounting plate
                Secure the assembly by tightening the upper & bottom flat head screw
                (See Figure-04)

4. Attach the mounting plate to the junction box. (The green screw
              should face against the wall). Adjust the threaded stud so they
              extend 3/16'' beyond the backplate. (See Figure-03)

2. Connect the black fixture lead to the black wire
    in the junction box. Fasten the joined wires as in step 1.

6. Connect the Blue fixture wire to the blue wire of LED Driver.
    Fasten the joined wires as in step 6. (See Figure -03)
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 8. Insert the glass unto the fixture. (See figure-05)

 9. Restore power to the circuit breaker or fuse box
