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2. Determine the overall desired length of the fixture. Assemble the adjustable stems

one at a time onto the fixture leads. Tape the end of the leads to a stiff wire (coat hanger)
to aid in pulling them through the stems.

3. Remove the threaded ring from the swivel. Fully thread the swivel onto the nipple.
Thread the hex nut onto the nipple and the nipple into the heavy duty strap. Place
the canopy over the swivel an against the ceiling. Adjust the nipple so that 1/4" of
the threads on the swivel extend beyond the canopy. Tighthen the hex nut against
the heavy duty strap. Using the threaded ring, install the canopy.

4. Unscrew the ring from the swivel. Let the ring and canopy slide down the stem

feed the leads and ground wire up through the swivel and the nipple and into the
outlet box.

5. Fasten the ground wire to the green or bare coppper wire in the outlet box or the
green screw on the heavy duty strap.
